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Today’s world is marked by different forms of
power, inequality, exploitation, and exclusion.
Global inequalities on the level of international
political economy as well as more localised
inequalities and inequalities along the lines of
race, gender, social class and other social
categories affect people acting in different social
contexts and taking symbolic positions through
discursive practices. Financial crises, migration
processes, economic and technological changes,
political upheavals, ideologies, and
transformations in global power relations all
take part in reproducing and transforming
structures and processes of power and
inequality.

The DiscourseNet Winter School brings together
young and more advanced researchers who
want to pursue research on questions revolving
around Discourse, Power and Critique with
respect to Social Inequalities and to discuss the
methodological and theoretical challenges of
their thesis projects or first ideas.
